Notes:

1. Scouts, YOU are responsible for packing, not your parent.  But if you want them to check your work, that it ok.

2. Put your name or initials on everything.

3. When you are ready to pack, find an out-of-the-way place in your house to pile everything.  Put a check next to each item as you add it to the pile.  Before you leave for the campout, look at this list carefully to make sure everything you wanted has a checkmark and is in the car.

4. Tents:  It is not necessary to buy a tent.  The troop has tents and many scouts choose to bring their own.  Buddy up ahead of time so everyone doesn’t bring a tent.

5. Sleeping bag:  If your sleeping bag did not come with a “stuff sack” you can buy one from any camping store or sporting goods department.  Stuff or roll the bag into the sack when you are about to go camping, but do not compress it when you are storing it at home.

6. Sleeping pad:  Learn to roll it tightly and have rope or straps to keep it rolled and attached to your backpack.

7. Mess kit:  Some scouts use the BSA mess kit, but others use common household plastic ware.  Just make sure it will not break easily.  Camping stores carry lightweight but durable items.  Rubbermaid containers work well too.

8. Basic First Aid Kit:  Start with a few Band-Aids, and a small tube of Neosporin in a sealed bag.

9. Put your small items in a nylon ditty bag or gallon zip lock bag.  They’ll be easier to find.  Put your toiletries in a separate bag.

10. String or cord:  Pack a length of string or cord for miscellaneous uses, such as a clothesline.  25’  is enough.

11. Money:  You will rarely need your own money and we will advise you ahead of time if there are special circumstances.  

12. Clothing:  

a. Pack each day’s set of clothes in a sealable plastic bag.  For example, have one T-shirt, one set of underwear, and one set of socks in each bag.  By putting each set in a bag, you can easily find what you need in the dark.  Change into your fresh clothes at night before going to bed.  (During the day your clothes become damp from perspiration even if you don’t feel it.  If you leave them on at night, the moisture will cool and you will feel cold.)

b. Pack a winter hat September through May to wear while sleeping.  Even on very warm days it can get cold at night.  Be Prepared.

c. Layering
The best way to dress for outdoor activities is to use multiple layers of clothing.  As you get warmer, you can remove, unbutton, or unzip a layer.

d.  Shoes/boots:  It’s a good idea to have a spare pair in case yours get wet.
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
